J.P. Goenka’s Team top the Round Robin in T-4

J.P. GOENKA’s Team (J.P. Goenka, P.Kushari,, A. Sadhu, B.Das, S. Sarkar, Sumit
Mukherkee) with 194 VPs, topped the 10 rounds Round-Robin stage, to finalize the quarter-
finalists. Ratanlal Kejriwal M.C. (S.N. Kejriwal, A.N. Banerjee, S. Acharya, S.C. Dutt, Gobind
Singha, A. Duttaroy, Atanu Ganguly) with 185 VPs were second. The quarter finalists are:

J.P. Goenka’s team is leading by
24 IMPs (51-25, 32-34) over PALOOKAS. Ratanlal Kejriwal M.C. is leading over Pankaj
Mehta by 16 IMPs (29-43, 60-30); PAK I is leading over PUSHPAK by 48 IMP (37-10, 41-
20) and Dhampur Sugar Mills is leading by 74 IMPs (35-15, 80-26) to Manas Saha’s 1V.
The last 14 boards to be played today are going to be real crucial.

There were lot of surprises in the Team event. Top teams WELLKNIT (Last year’s champs),
Agsar Paints, Formidables, Tolani Shipping, Dipak Poddar, Alok Daga, Arcelor & Radhey could
not make it to the quarter finals. Pushpak (local Delhi team), Pankaj Mehta (from Moradabad),
Manas Saha’s IV & Palookas were the surprising qualifiers.

The Pairs Tournament also started yesterday evening with total 176 Pairs taking part in the
event. There will be 2 elimination rounds. In the first elimination, 144 pairs are playing in 6
sections of 12 NS & 12 EW each. 10 best NS & 10 best EW pairs from sections “A” & “B”
combined, and equal number from combined sections “C” &’D” & combined “E” & “F” would
qualify for the 2" elimination round. The first session of the first elimination is already over
today evening and the second session will continue tomorrow morning. We look forward for
some scintillating play from the participants in Quarter Final as well as Pair event.
